Over the course of her career, Carolyn has been involved in establishing

much needed services in the First Nation Community, such as a public

library, a native-owned and operated community-based radio station, and a

financial institution. She also assisted in coordinating an annual

cultural event.

As an active member of the community, King volunteers for the public

library and local cultural, heritage and women's groups. King also serves

as a director for the board of Local Health Integrated Network of Hamilton

Niagara Haldimand Brant.

In her speech, "No Turning Back: Indian 101," King will provide examples

of what has been in the past and what can be achieved in the future if we

think and act as a community.

King's speech is the first of six events in the raising awareness series

that will help raise funds for the local mentorship program. dream invites

all members of the community to come out and share their opinions on what it will take to build a more prosperous and sustainable community.
