(Dunnville, Ontario) – What are you eating? There’s a revolution happening in the farm fields and on the dinner tables in North America—a revolution that is transforming the very nature of the food we eat. 

Take the simple tomato today, genetically modified to resist insects and moulding and firmer for its long to our dinner plates, it reaches us with 50% less vitamin C than its 1960 version. 

On Friday, May 16, 2008, 7 pm at Dunnville Secondary School, dream’s raising awareness series presents the film The Future of Food, sponsored by Dunnville’s Sobeys and the Robert Land Academy. 

Written and directed by Deborah Koons Garcia, the film investigates unlabelled, patented, genetically engineered foods that have quietly filling grocery shelves for the past decade. 

From the prairies of Saskatchewan, Canada to the fields of Oaxaca, Mexico, The Future of Food gives voice to farmers whose lives and livelihoods have been negatively impacted by this new technology. 

Shot on location in the United States, Canada, and Mexico, the film exposes the complex web of market and political forces changing what we eat. The film questions global dependence on a limited number of huge multinational food corporations controlling the world’s food system and voices the danger of ecological disaster resulting from corporate sponsored monoculture farming. 

 “My goal was to make a film that gave the average person a clear understanding of how genetic engineering works, form the cellular level to the global level,” Garcia said. “Once you see it you’ll feel compelled to act, even if that means just changing the kind of food you eat.”

The film also explores alternatives to large-scale industrial agriculture, placing organic and sustainable agriculture as real solutions to the farm crisis of today. The Future of Food, notes critic Thomas J. Hoban, “draws questions and critical attention to food production that need more public debate.”
